Funding

There is concern that the ALISS budget this year is less than it has been in the last five years.  This has led to concerns about how to internally prioritize funding to ensure that programs with the most merit are being funding school-wide.  The group agreed that beginning with winter quarter, a more formalized application period will be implemented:

1. Fall quarter applications will continue to be evaluated on a case-by-case basis.

2. Students will be notified that applications will be due the last week of November for Winter Quarter funding.

3. A meeting will be set to evaluate all proposals.

4. Funds will be appropriated to ensure that ALISS can award grants every quarter.  If there is funding left over after the official proposal date, ALISS may continue to fund grants on a rolling basis.  If funding appropriate for a quarter is not awarded in that quarter, it will be rolled over to the next academic quarter.

This process should allow officers to evaluate proposals at the same time to ensure that proposals with the most merit do not have funding jeopardized by late application.

Book sale
