Overall, everyone agrees that however many reps there are, at least one should be an online student.  
Things are on hold with SLC until Jen has meeting with admin about it on Mon 5/19.

Spring Fling (SF)
After weeks of hounding, Kelly got confirmation from HUB.  SF will be in East Ballroom 7-11 pm, June 7th.  It’s really nice, with lots of windows, second floor.  Budget from last year was $2000, much of their money was spent on tent rentals b/c it was outside, we won’t have that expense.  Kelly wants to spend more on food this year b/c last year they ran out.

Can’t have beer kegs at HUB.  It wasn’t in original documents she got, but after she signed contract it said that in the packet.   Jen wonders if there’s someone at the HUB who can suggest something, since it’s probably a problem for people a lot.  Kelly with check further with managers of HUB.

Wine- looking at different options.  Costco- good wine and lots of it for cheap.  In Woodinville they offer discounts on wine, and even wine club members, maybe they would be willing to give us a good rate.

Beer and wine only, no liquor- that’s across campus.  Attendees are not permitted to bring own alcohol.  Must have wristbands.  The liquor store supplies wrist bands.  You don’t have to hire anyone, but have to have a person over 21 designated to check IDs, and they must be at that post at all times.  Kelly is the one that is legally responsible if underage people are drinking, since her name is one the liquor license.
Someone must also be serving drinks.  We don’t have to hire anyone to serve since it’s not open to the public.  Must be over 21, will check wristbands.

Kelly has a list of people that want to volunteer at event, will send sign-up sheet out soon.  

Kelly wants to shoot for 250 people.
Cadi Suave and SALA wanted to do something.  Last year there was a bake-off which was successful, and so SALA could sponsor that.  You can get away with a dessert because it’s a contest, but otherwise you can’t bring your own food.

AIMS wants to do something- maybe they could do the non-alcoholic drinks.  Or IUGA since many of them aren’t of age.  Both groups want to help out.  If they can’t help pay, we’ll help cover it.

Up in the air- music.  HUB person told her most student groups DJ with an iPod.  But problem is that speakers aren’t good for music, more for speaking.  Josh is looking into getting better speakers.  Last year they had a DJ that they really liked.  HUB contact said that often student groups are able to get DJs for really cheap.  We could find out who last year’s DJ was for SF.  

If we have Rock Band, will DJ just be background music?  Maybe we should save money and use iPod.  

Paper plates, so we don’t have to wash dishes.  There’s also a clean-up fee, they take care of that.  We have to clean up food, and collect bottles, but they take everything to dumpster. 

We can get in at 6 pm to set up.  We have it from 6-midnight.  We can use loading dock.

So far, there are no other events that night on the HUB second floor.

Kelly started looking at food.  Right now QFC has a deal, if you put in order by next week you get a discount.  They do cheese trays, also some “real food.”  
What does Kelly need help with?  Music is the biggest thing.  She doesn’t know a whole lot about it.  Wants to wait for Josh to figure out speaker situation, then possibly send out an email asking if anyone knows people and wants to help.

If a smaller club was interested in doing something, they could do something like centerpieces, or anything.  Not that centerpieces are necessary, but if people want to be involved we’ll think of ways for them to help.

Any publicity for this other than listservs?  We should do more than just emails, since it’s a major event.  We need posters or something, which is usually done.  Third and fourth floor MGH will be places to put publicity- maybe something big on butcher paper?  Mary will do that by next week.  Also a Facebook page?  Need to get the dates into people’s heads.  
Kelly is calling this a banquet, since HUB was a little weird about calling it a party.  
ALISS Student Surveys

Survey was sent out to all MLIS students.
Jen summarized residential results for the residential MLIS meeting.
We decide it’s too soon to do another survey for spring quarter.  We need to have time to go over them, and we won’t have that time before summer.  We will wait and do one for fall.
21st C. Award Catalyst Survey

Jen needs to send out right away.  It’s an award that is given to graduation MLIS student who embodies the future of LIS.  Jen will use same template as last year.  Nominations come from students, then ALISS decides.  It should be clear from nominations who should receive the award.
Meetings

We talked about having two meetings a month, one open, and one for officers.  Too ambitious?
We need to decide a way to have online students involved in meetings, but podcasting is not the way due to privacy concerns.  Jen wants to meet with Grace this summer to figure out how to have a live meeting.  It will impact where we have our meetings, so we need to get it figured out soon.  Many people have suggested Adobe Connect as a solution.

There needs to be a person dedicated to do this, a technology officer.  We could think about making this a position for next year.  It could be a position on a committee, then a first-year could do it as well.  

We should decide on having a meeting time same day/time during residencies.  That wouldn’t be enough open meetings, so we could add the ones before registration, then that would be six.  Maybe still not enough.

Autumn 08/Orientation
We need as many officers as possible to be available for orientation.
Next fall: Have a mixer the Friday after 500 is over?  Then online students could come as well.  We want to do that again, in HUB bowling alley if possible.  We can encourage them to come at orientation, last year it was just mentioned in packet and got lost with all the other info.

Faculty are having second-years meet in groups with first-years again.

Possible uses of ALISS funds
Since SLC will be helping other groups with funding, we will be able to have more speakers. 

We should try to make them during residency.

There are many grants already available for travel.

There is no funding for master’s students who want to do a thesis.  If you are doing research with participants, you need to compensate them, and this is currently coming out of students’/professors’ pockets.  Grants for research money are only available for PhD students.  It doesn’t need to cover everything, but some of it.

PhD students are allocated money every year, but often they do not use it all.  Kelly is going to talk to Allyson Carlyle about the possibility of using the leftover money for master’s students.

Stephanie had an idea to have a Go-Post online forum for all students.  Keep the online one, but have another one as well.  Increase the iConnect (places for people to stay during residency).  It might be tough to get people to use at first, but it would end up being very valuable.  There are some things that get said at meetings, and we cannot podcast it, but a Go-Post might be a way for online students to hear more about what was said.


Will this be moderated?  Will there be anyone to put out fires if there are disagreements?  People will probably moderate if there’s a big problem, but it doesn’t seem like there should be a “designated” moderator. 


Would resident MLIS use it?  Also, would online students post to both boards?

Faculty and staff would not have access.

Misc.
Kelly has to fill out a form for RSO saying who the new officers are.

Jen would like people to give numbers so we can make a phone tree in case a meeting is cancelled, etc.
