III : Genre Theory 

These texts will serve a number of purposes. First, these texts serve to provide a foundation of scholarly discussion that speaks to the issues of teaching composition through the lens of genre, considering composition as an act of rhetorical moves that respond to exigencies. Secondly, these texts will focus on the use of contemporary genre theory, a theoretical approach that focuses on social motivations and situatedness of texts within and across discourse communities, to be utilized as an additional tool for analyzing discourse. Similar to discourse analysis, genre theory will be used to think about texts and the ways in which they participate in and/or (re)produce text types and discourses that are socially and discursively recognizable and characterized by intertextuality, although the textual intervention will be concerned with motives.
