Candidate Information

Postings

· No foul or profane language

· Keep posters positive, no negative campaigning

· Candidates may not use leadership/advisory office supplies for their posters (butcher paper, markers, etc.) unless the supply is used for hanging their posters (tape, staples)

· Candidates will submit all postings to the Advisory of each hall to be posted.  Advisory office will be responsible for putting up candidate’s small posters and large posters  
· Within 24 hours of the end of elections, candidates will remove all posters located within the public areas of the residence halls
· The following facilities  will remain neutral to all campaigning 
· Any residence hall dining location (including Ian’s, Rick’s, 1101, Too Con, The 8)

· Any residence hall restroom

· Any residence hall lounge intended specifically for studying (Fish Bowl, McCarty Library)

· McCarty Leadership Office

· Hall Council/ Hall Advisories & Offices

· RHSA and Hall Council Meetings

Small posters

· 8.5x11 inch posters (maximum size)

· 8 small posters allowed per lobby per building maximum

· Total small posters allowed in each building (including 8 posters in lobbies)

· Small posters may be clustered

· EVERY small poster must be stamped individually by advisory office
· Small posters may be put up no earlier than 9am on Thursday April 5th, 2008
Large posters

· 12 square feet posters - ex. 4 ft by 3 ft (maximum size)

· 1 large poster allowed per lobby per building maximum

· Large posters must be stamped by advisory office

· Large posters may be put up no earlier than 9am Thursday April 5th, 2008
Supporters’ posters

· Postings on doors of supporters must be different from those submitted to Hall Advisory offices.

Hand Bills/ Small Flyers

· May hand out quarter size sheets when going door to door

· Flyers may not be put under doors, on white boards, etc.

· Please be environmentally conscious when handing out flyers

· Hand bills must be handed to an individual and may not be left on tables, chairs, etc. 

Door to Door Campaigning

· You may campaign in your own hall door to door before quiet hours

· You may campaign in other halls as long as you are escorted by a resident of that hall

· When campaigning in a hall besides your own, your escort must knock on the person’s door and make the initial contact.  After you are introduced as a candidate you can then speak with the resident living in that room, if they are ok with it.

· Campaigning may only happen before quiet hours.

Tabling

-Tabling is allowed only in Terry, McCarty and McMahon Halls

-Candidate is responsible for contacting each respective advisory and signing up for campaigning times. Candidate may use the advisory’s table for campaigning.

-Candidate must follow HFS policy when tabling.

- Candidates are limited to a maximum of 10 hours of tabling, combined over each location during the RHSA election period. 

-Candidate is responsible for recording tabling time and submitting that to the chair via email.  

Campaign T-Shirts

· ​Campaign t-shirts are allowed.

· Person wearing shirt must remove shirt (covering it with other shirt or turning inside out is acceptable) when entering any neutral zone. Refusal to do so will result in a violation.  
Violations

· Candidate is solely responsible for the actions of their campaign and its supporters.

· Violations must be forwarded to the OSC.

· OSC has the final opinion and decision on the outcomes of all campaign violations    
Proxies

-Video recordings and proxies are allowed for speeches but not recommended

Speeches

-Candidate speeches will be a maximum of 3 minutes per location per candidate

-Speeches will be followed by questions from the audience which will be read by the moderator and addressed to each candidate

-Candidates will have 2 minutes total to address all questions

· Polling stations will be open at 7:30pm outside of the combined hall council meeting areas

Did I get elected?

Candidates will be informed as to whether or not they are elected on April 11th before 11:00pm.

The new President and Vice President will be announced at RHSA on April 17th. 

What do I do if I am elected?

Make sure that your schedule is clear for April 22nd. You are now a member of the Officer Selection Committee. This is the date when candidates are interviewed for the Select Officer Positions. 
What if I’m not elected?

You are allowed to bid for the selected positions.  The bids are due April 18th by 12:00 noon to the McCarty Leadership Office.
