RHSA Constitutional Amendment - 
Counting of SMAC’s RHSA Representatives

	WHEREAS, as it stands currently under the RHSA Constitution and Bylaws, when the number of RHSA Representatives are counted for SMAC based on population, the population of Stevens Court and Mercer are counted separately, and

WHEREAS, this currently means that SMAC gets 1 RHSA Representative for the 299 residents of Stevens Court and 2 RHSA Representatives for the 454 residents of Mercer for a total of 3 RHSA Representatives, and

WHEREAS, no other hall council is currently subject to the same population count restrictions that SMAC is currently being held to, and

WHEREAS, if this special requirement placed on SMAC were removed, the 299 residents of Stevens Court plus the 454 residents of Mercer would add up to 753 residents allowing SMAC to have 4 RHSA Representatives, and

WHEREAS, if this special requirement placed on SMAC were removed, SMAC and the voice of its residents would be better represented during RHSA Representative votes at General Council meetings,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the RHSA Constitution and Bylaws be amended in the following manner:

-ARTICLE 1 SECTION 2A1d “The number of representatives for Mercer Hall and Steven’s Court shall be calculated separately with each hall’s representatives accountable to SMAC” be struck.
