WHEREAS, after many years of amendments by members of the RHSA General Council, there a lot of little things in our Constitution that do not make sense anymore; and

WHEREAS, changes within the structural workings of RHSA have led to discontinuities between the RHSA Constitution and the practices of the general body;
BE IT RESOLVED, that the RHSA Constitution be amended in the following manner:
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE I SECTION 2D, Council Representatives, shall read as “The council shall ensure that a majority of the council’s Representatives are present at RHSA General Council meetings
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE II SECTION 2A, Constitutional Requirements, shall read as “Councils are required to meet the following criteria
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE II SECTION 2A5 shall read as “Make provisions for all RHSA
 Constitutional and Bylaw amendments to be approved by RHSA, through the Executive Board” 
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE I SECTION 2A6 shall read as “Provide the Administrative Manager with updated officer listings in a timely manner upon any changes in addition to regularly providing officer listings no less than once a month
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE II SECTION 2D shall read as”

D. The council shall ensure that a majority of the council’s Representatives are present at RHSA General Council meetings

1. This requirement must be met for 2 out of the last 4 or 3 out of the last 6 RHSA General Council Meetings

2. The first three meetings of the academic year shall not be counted towards this requirement

3. Each council may have proxy
 voting members, who are not RHSA Representatives or RHSA Officers, count towards this requirement

a) The proxy
 voting member shall not be considered an RHSA Representative for any other purpose than filling this requirement

b) The proxy
 voting member must live in the hall for which he/she is counting

c) The proxy
 voting member shall not be counted more than 3 times per quarter

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE II SECTION 3A, Council Probation, shall read as “If a council meets the criteria to be placed on probation, the Administrative Manager shall contact the council within one week to notify them of the nature of the infraction and the council’s probation status”

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III, SECTION 1A, Officers of the Residence Hall Student Association, Parts 1m, 2m, 3o, 4p, 5l, and 6l shall read as “Act as liaison to a Hall Council to be determined by the Executive Board
”

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A2k, Vice President, shall read as “Assist the Hall Council Vice Presidents with the selection and retention of Floor or House Representatives
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A4i, Administrative Manager, shall read as “Determine if a council is in good standing and notify each council President of any change in 
his or her council's status”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A4m shall read as “Chair the RHSA Constitution and Bylaw Review Committee
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A4s shall read as “Act as webmaster for the official RHSA website
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A4t shall read as “May delegate the power indicated in Article III, Sections 1.A.4. d, e, i, j, m, n, o, and q 
of the Constitution of the Residence Hall Student Association

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A5l, Programming Director, shall read as ‘Coordinate any RHSA group bonding activities to take place during the academic year
’

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1A5n shall read as ‘May delegate the powers indicated in Article III, Sections 1.A.5. c, e, f, g, and k 
of the Constitution of the Residence Hall Student Association’

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 1D shall read as:

D. Executive Meetings are open only to:

1. The RHSA Executive Board

2. The RHSA Advisor(s)

3. Invited guests or others by special appointment 

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 2B shall read as ‘The positions of Administrative Manager, Programming Director, Treasury Director, and National Communications Coordinator are selected by the RHSA Officer Selection Committee and confirmed by General Council for terms lasting until the selection and the promotion of new corresponding 
officers in the following Spring quarter’

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE III SECTION 3 shall read as:

SECTION 3: FORFEITURE OF OFFICE

A. An Officer must resign from office if absent from three executive board or General Council meetings without a reasonable excuse provided to the Executive Board

B. An Officer must resign from office if he or she fails to meet any of the RHSA
 membership requirements at any time

C. An officer must resign if they fail to maintain at least a 2.5 Cumulative G.P.A.

D. If an Executive Board Member meeting any of the aforementioned forfeiture prerequisites does not resign from office they may be removed by a vote of the Executive Board in which they may not participate

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE IV SECTION 1 shall read as “The RHSA Advisor(s) are appointed by HFS to oversee and assist the RHSA Executive Board and General Council
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE V SECTION 3A shall read as “All committees must be directed by a chairperson selected by a majority vote of General Council with the exception of CBR which shall be chaired by the Administrative Manager
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VI SECTION 1B shall read as:

B.    RHSA will distribute the 45 Senate Seats as the following: 

1. 14 seats to the hall councils, divided according to population as the following: 

a) 2 to Hansee Action! 

b) 2 to Haggett People’s Council 

c) 2 to Stevens and Mercer Activities Council 

d) 3 to McMahon MacCity 

e) 2 to McCarty Connection 

f) 3 to Terry Lander Hall Council 

2. 30 seats to the RHSA At-Large Senators

3. 1 seat to the RHSA Head Senator

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VI SECTION 3C shall read as “The RHSA Head Senator shall be selected by the RHSA Head Senator Selection Committee, as outlined in the RHSA Bylaws, and jointly confirmed by RHSA General Council and Hall Caucus for a term lasting until the selection and promotion of a new RHSA Head Senator the following Spring Quarter
”

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VI SECTION 4, ASUW Student Senators, shall read as:

SECTION 4: ELIGIBILITY AND REMOVAL 

A. All members of RHSA are eligible to fill a senate seat unless restricted by the RHSA Constitution and Bylaws or
 a hall constitution 

B. No one will hold more than one senate seat unless by temporary senate proxy.

C. No At-Large Senators may hold office on either the RHSA Executive Board or their respective Hall Council Executive Board 

D. All Senators may be removed by a two-thirds vote of General Council or as outlined in the respective council constitution 

E. The RHSA Head Senator is removed from office by:

1. A two-thirds vote of General Council; and

2. A two-thirds vote in Hall Caucus

3. The RHSA President may appoint a temporary Hall Caucus chair to oversee the removal vote



- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VI SECTION 5D4, Hall Caucus, reading “The Bylaws and Rules of Hall Caucus will go into effect January 1, 2006
” shall be struck

- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VI SECTION 5E shall read as “Funding shall be obtained as specified in Article V of the RHSA bylaws
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VII SECTION 1, Amendments to the RHSA Constitution, shall read as “The Constitution of the Residence Hall Student Association is amended if an amendment is passed by two-thirds of General Council and two-thirds of the Hall Councils
”
- RHSA Constitution ARTICLE VII SECTION 3C, Ratification of the Constitution and the Bylaws, shall read as “The RHSA Advisor(s)”
