A Resolution converting the Constitution and Bylaw Committee from a standing committee to an ad-hoc committee 
WHEREAS the Constitution and Bylaw Committee (CBR hereafter) was an ad-hoc committee and was changed to a standing committee last year; and,
WHEREAS CBR was made a standing committee last year with the intentions of gaining judicial power, however the legislation for judicial power was tabled indefinitely; and,
WHEREAS CBR did not have a reason to meet for nearly all of winter quarter this year; and,
WHEREAS in making this an ad-hoc committee Residence Hall Student Association (RHSA hereafter) Hall Council Representatives would be able to be active members in other standing committee’s; and,
WHEREAS the other standing committee’s can always use the support of more RHSA Representatives; and,
WHEREAS CBR as an ad-hoc Committee can still deal with constitutional changes and legislation that is referred to them; and,
WHEREAS the process to activate an ad-hoc Committee is a “majority of approval of a mandate by general council
;” and,
WHEREAS the Residents Advocacy Committee was made into an ad-hoc committee during the academic school year 2004-2005 for the similar reasons of having little to no agenda for half of the school year; therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE RESIDENCE HALL STUDENT ASSOCIATION 
THAT CBR be made into an ad-hoc committee as listed under the Special Committees section of the Bylaws; and, 
THAT Article II of the Bylaws Section 1C be moved to Article II Section 3D; and, 

THAT it is recommended by the RHSA that CBR be activated every winter to review the constitution, and; 

THAT the winter activation follows two year rotation: starting with looking at the Hall Council Constitutions in the year 2007-2008 then the next year looking at the RHSA constitution (and following this rotation after these two years); and,

THAT the winter activation last for a term of ten weeks and can be reactivated if more time is needed; and,
