· ASUW Legislative Agenda
· There were two changes made to it that affect the residence halls
· One allows collective bargaining for RAs 
· M’liss – this is coming from other universities where they are trying to unionize RAs so senators are seeing this and makings sure we have a provision incase it happens here
· Second one concerns requiring campus housing meets legal standards/codes 
· M’liss – it was added because off campus housing was included so they wanted to include on campus housing as well
· Marley – could we ask Senate to come to HFS first rather than just open this without talking to residence in the halls and HFS
· Keith – I think that the second provision is kind of useless because the codes seem to be pretty well followed
· Wade – the state legislature doesn’t give any money to HFS, and neither does the university – they get all their money from the food and rates they charge
· Chris – Our housing is held to the highest standards, even higher than downtown buildings, we have fire inspectors come through every month
· Dan – was this instigated by RHSA senators? 
· Salil – I don’t know who brought it up or from which constituency they were from
· Keith – Does the legislature ever give money to departments of the University of Washington?
· Wade – yes but HFS never gets any state funds, HFS is a self-sufficient auxiliary of the UW
· Matthew – Why does HFS not get state money?
· Chris – We are an auxiliary board and historically we don’t get funds from the state – to get a better answer on the history ask Paul Brown during the Budget Review Process
