· Design goals & Benchmark Statement
1) Welcoming Space
2) Open the Building
3) Connect to the Campus
4) Build Community
· Scheme A – Renovation 
· 20% Energy Savings
· Efficient Water Fixtures
· Improved Indoor Air Quality
· Recycled Content 
· Only working on 1st, 2nd and 3rd floor
· Scheme B – Renovation + Expansion
· Renovates some sections and add extensions/improvements
· More open
· Scheme C – Full Building Reconfiguration
· Completely changes the building
· Much more open – from Ground floor to 3rd floor
· Every floor would be impacted
· This scheme meets all of the improvement goals
· Scheme A - $112 Million
· Scheme B $142 Million
· Scheme C $188 Million
· We are trying to find development funds and state funds but most of it would be paid by a student fees ranging from either $77 to $140 per student per quarter depending on which scheme is selected and over how long of a time span it is paid back
