- I will talk about the mythical Student Conduct Code – Ed Murry (a senator for the state) is submitting an extension for the code (legislation through Olympia)
- Hala Dillsi has created a flow chart to counteract his legislation – we want to get a response to him by Thursday to get him not to submit the bill – come to Senate on Tuesday and Cullen White will be there to talk about it

Brandon – what is this extension? would students be punished by state laws and the school for off-campus violations?

Sam – there is discrimination of the violations – we propose a narrower band – we want to find a way to minimize effects on students, while raising the quality of life at the same time
Melvin – what is Bryce McGibbon’s role?

Sam – he is working with Cullen to prevent this in Olympia – this is a huge concern of students – lobbying very feverishly – please come to Senate at 5pm on Tuesday in HUB 310
Holly Jones (RHSA Head Senator)

- pretty excited that I don’t have to get into the Student Conduct Code – we’ve been inundated with all this in Senate

- we passed a resolution in support for the College Student Relief Act of 2007 – would lower interest rates on student loans

Doug – this act also passed in the House of Representatives and will be going through the big Senate

- Lobby Day is on February 15th – spend a day in Olympia to meet and discuss with legislators – it is on a Thursday so you would miss RHSA

Melvin – do you have to have any qualifications?

Holly – no political knowledge is necessary, just a good story

M’Liss – the legislators put time aside to talk to you – you will be given a packet with info about the people you talk to – help you with stories to talk to them about – different things you’re interested in lobbying for or against – it’s tons of fun and you meet a lot of interesting people

Funding Proposal

- $999 for Mental Physical Health Month – will need to go to the Hall Councils
Wade – is there a rule against going to $1000?

Ricky – no, everything just added up that way

Ricky – motion to amend the cost breakdown – take $300 from Robin Hood program and move it to a new category, T-Shirts

*seconded by Wade*

Vote on amendment: General Consent (amendment passed)

M’Liss – I have concern for spending this much money when we haven’t had a lot of information on it – last year we spent $249 on 17 programs – I feel like we are blindly spending $1000

Melvin – it is such a wide range in attendance – I would like to see more information about where the numbers are coming from

Danelle – we based the expected attendance numbers on the location of the program and the time which it was placed in – we are doing a lot of ambitious programming – money will be put to good use

Wade – is it possible to put it on hold until we get a calendar and discussion?

Jess – could we pass around the calendar? – can someone speak to how the programs are different from last year?

Ricky – Bethany (the chair from last year) helped us with the budgeting – there a lot of prizes for a lot more programs – we didn’t look at a total amount, but took each program individually and then added it all up in the end

M’Liss – move to table this until next week

*lots of seconds and objections*

M’Liss – I think we need more info – it is crucial – I understand that this is time sensitive but it should have been planned more in advance

Justin – you will be getting more info before it is voted on – we won’t even be voting on this until next week
Jess – what information are you looking for that isn’t available now?

Melvin – I would be comfortable if we could get a soft copy by e-mail

Brandon – what kind of advertisement is there besides a calendar? I would like to know the cost breakdown for the prizes

Ricky – working with Marketing and other services – getting an advertising committee together – haven’t set prizes specifically yet but we want room to work with

M’Liss – this needs to be tabled – not directed toward the committees as an attack or the work that they’ve been doing – it will be very time consuming

Jess – why don’t we just verbally go through it?

Vennie – I’m going to go make copies for all of you

Melvin – move to temporarily postpone discussion until copies are made
*motion withdrawn*

Jess – can we just push this back until copies are made?

Jada – that is not a problem, but there is still a motion on the table that has not been voted on

*M’Liss withdraws her motion*

*seconded*

Vote to withdraw motion: General Consent (motion is withdrawn)

Melvin – I move to table discussion until copies are returned

*lots of seconds and objections*

Sam – we could continue to discuss ideas

Andrew – we should continue with the reports, to get more done while we are waiting

*Vennie walks in* - return to discussion

Jess – I feel this is a big program – there’s a lot going on – it’s a really good idea – for a good cause – for the residents

Wade – during the discussion of estimated attendance, how many people were there?

Ricky – 4 including me, Danelle, Justin and Bethany

Brandon – could we get information sent out with even further cost breakdown and advertisement information?
M’Liss – motion to table until end of meeting

*no second, motion fails*

Sam – motion for a 5 minute recess

*lots of seconds*

Vote for a recess: General Consent (motion passes)

*5 minute recess*

Jacki – I would like to remind everyone that this funding proposal is not about you – it is about getting it out to the residents – you are representing other people

Doug – discussion needs to remain on topic and pertinent – would entertain a motion to close debate

Holly – motion to close debate

*second and objection*

Vote to close debate: 11-9-4 (motion fails)
Wade – we aren’t bad guys – trying to be informed to pass on the information

Jada – just remember that we are not voting today

Andrew – what are the times of the programs?

Danelle – it will be included in the soft copy

Jess – as part of advertising, are you going to e-mail the RAs?

Ricky – I was going to tonight, as soon as this meeting was over

M’Liss – I want to point out that the advertisement doesn’t include times
