Melvin – motion to amend the second Whereas clause to read “Whereas, the Associated Students of the University of Washington Student Senate supported the rights of transgendered students in the 2007 Legislative Agenda; and” and the fifth Whereas clause to read “Whereas, the UW claims active participation in working to promote diversity efforts for the queer, gay, lesbian, bisexual, and transgendered community; and”

Budget Numbers

- Program: $687.26
General Council: $3371.23
Admin: $971.29
Funding Proposal
-  $250 for a ski trip – submitted by Jada to subsidize 30 participants go to skiing - $95 for each participant if this passes or $103 if it does not – February 10th 
Danny – why are you taking this from the RHSA budget, instead of looking to an RA committee such as Arts and Sports?
Jada – this is strictly an RHSA program, not an RA program, and we are collaborating with Husky Winter Sports

M’Liss – is this time sensitive?

Jada – yes, it is because we need to set up with the front desks for people to sign up 

Linh – is the amount dependent on how many residents go?

Jada – we are subsidizing $8 per person, regardless of how many actually go – will not use full amount if there aren’t 30 people who go

Jess – where’s the extra $10 going?

Amara – it is for the charge of mileage on the vans

Vote for Funding Proposal: 25-0-2 (proposal passes)
Wade – can we get some more information?

Amara – it will be February 10th, leaving at 7am – will be back in time for Casino Night - $95 per student – sign-ups will start as soon as the PLU goes through – will be at Terry and McMahon front desks – can customize the price depending on what you need – may be able to pay as little as $5

Funding Proposal

- $999 for Mental Physical Health Month – there will be discussion from the halls, give an opportunity for any amendment proposals – if the total amount changes, it will need to go back to the Hall Councils for another vote – after discussion, we will take a Hall Council vote, but do not constitutionally need a General Council vote

Wade – motion to amend the total amount to $550

*seconds and lots of objections*

Wade – our Hall Council felt that the proposal was too short of notice – not enough time to properly discuss

Justin – what exactly are you planning on cutting?

Wade – it is not our place to decide where it is coming from

Erin – one point brought up was that there was too much money for T-shirts

Jess – who would decide the reapportioning?

Wade – the committee chairs

Holly – which budget is this coming from and how much is in it?

Amara – it would come from General Council budget which currently has $3371.23

Wade – we also want to assert that time sensitivity should not be a factor in deciding whether to pass the amendment or not

Danelle – I think we could make it work with this amount

M’Liss – also remember to put aside you personal feelings and vote according to what your Hall Council wants

Jess – they want to do a lot of programs for our residents – we know that it is a lot of money but it will be put to good use – remember who this is for

Brandon – I also want to point out that UWPD rents beer goggles for free, so you don’t need money for that

Jess – the money is just a precautionary method in case we can’t get them from UWPD

Michele – our Hall is in favor of the proposal as is – there are 4 programs in the first week – this program is for the residents and it is our job to do things for the residents – we should think about the purpose of the program, not the amount of money

Ben – RHSA tends to be stingy when it comes to prizes – a large investment needs to be made – we can draw crowds and participation to really build this program up

Melvin – this amendment is punitive – shouldn’t punish them for time – this program is really important

Kim – what would be a $249 prize?

Ricky – we don’t have specifics yet, but it could be a grand prize or a tiered system of prizes – still waiting for the funding proposal to know how much to spend – will also be looking at deals and sales, so it may not even be that much

Wade – a committee member said that they could do it with this amount – we have nothing against having them come back to us with a more responsible budget

Diana – we want to be able to consistently give the residents good programs – we need money for future programs

Jess – what percentage of the budget will be left if this proposal is passed in its entirety?

Amara – 53% will be left

M’Liss – move to close debate

*seconds and no objections*

*debate is closed*

Vote on amendment to proposal: General Dissent (amendment fails)

Wade – when we vote, do we vote as our constituents did?

Jada – yes, converting the numbers into a Hall Vote

M’Liss – I have a question about the pool party – have you factored in amounts o rent the pool and get lifeguards on duty?

Ricky – no…that is not included

Melvin – point of inquiry – does passing this set the overall amount, or the individual breakdowns?

Ricky – money in each category will be spent specifically on those things

Marley – it is a general budget and guideline – doesn’t need to be strictly followed

Ricky – but I will be strictly following it
