- what happens depends on the motion on the table


Legislation 

- 2nd readings with Andrew Clark – amendment to the RHSA Constitution – no voting – all comments directed through the chair – Jada will take speaker’s list – try not to repeat what others say
Ricky – any request for second readings?

Doug – Yes

*Andrew reads legislation*

Wade – there are situations where counting it separately would give you more reps

Andrew – intent is to put us on the same level as everyone else

M’Liss – motion to remove the 5th “Whereas” clause

*second by Wade, objections from 2 people*

M’Liss – Whereas clauses are meant to be factual – this is opinionated

*Doug withdraws objection*

Andrew – currently, we are being treated differently so we are underrepresented because we have less than we would if we were being treated equally

M’Liss – what is considered normal is also opinionated

Wade – constitutionally, SMAC is normally represented

Marley – there are a lot of Stevens/Mercer residents who come to these meetings – clarification or removal is not necessary

Doug – Whereas clauses are not always factual – ex. ASUW

M’Liss – we are a separate body from ASUW and they are not perfect

Holly – move to close discussion on amendment to the legislation

*second by Doug*

Melvin – point of clarification…what is a whereas clause?

Marley – looked up in Sturgis – it is stating the reasons for the resolution

Vote on closing debate on amendment to resolution: 21-3-5 (debate is closed)

Vote on amendment to resolution: 9-11-12 (amendment fails)

Mike – I feel the intent is to just get inline with everyone else

Marley – we need to clarify what happens when we strike this

M’Liss – I support the resolution but still think we should change the whereas clause

Danny – 5th clause has negative connotation – maybe change to “better” representation
*Andrew proposes another amendment – Ricky proclaims it dilatory*

Marley – point of privilege…can we please be nicer to each other?

M’Liss – amendment to 5th whereas clause “…would be better represented during RHSA representative votes at General Council meetings” and change “author and co-author” to “sponsor and co-sponsor”

*second by Andrew*

*Melvin calls for division* (amendment is split in two)

*there is no objections to the amendment to the whereas clause, so it is accepted*

Doug – is it explicitely stated in constitution how to write author/sponsor?

Amber – no

*there is no objection to sponsor/author change, so it is accepted*

Doug – we should stop discussing whereas clauses because it is dilatory and has nothing to do with the actual amendment

Andrew – I’m just trying to make things fair with this amendment

Jess – motion to close debate

*lots of seconds*

Melvin – objection for more information – where do we need to get today?

Ricky – getting to a point to send to Hall Councils and have them vote – then we will vote the next week

*Melvin withdraws objection*

*hearing no objections, debate is now closed*

Jess – what happens if the Hall Councils have amendments?

M’Liss – if they pass here at RHSA, then the changes are made and the legislation is sent back to the Hall Councils for another vote
