Charles – clarification of Article II Section 3A3 – can the committee be re-opened two days before the endorsement is released?

Amber – yes

Wade – why did you delete “Provide a Presidential/Vice Presidential Debate?”

Amber – the practices of the committee did not match up with this

Doug – is the committee meeting open to anyone?

Jada – you must be confirmed to be on the committee – the meetings are not open, but the BOD forum that we hold is open to everyone

Wade – move to suspend the rules and move resolution to 2nd readings

Vote to suspend the rules: 13-13-3 (motion fails)

Legislation 0607-004 – First Readings

Charles – Article VI, Section 4e – if Hall Caucus doesn’t vote 2/3 to remove the Head Senator, then the Senator could not be removed

Amber – correct

Brandon – what changes occur to the Senator breakdown?

Amber – one more to Hansee and one more to McMahon

Doug – Article VI, Section 4e – why does the RHSA President appoint the temporary chair of Caucus?

Amber – yes

Amber – no

Mike – delegation of powers and lettering seems to be a little off in officer duties, so I would recommend it being referred to CBR

Officer Selection Committee
- for the elections, your role is to follow and observe advertisements, discuss infractions and ramifications, and count votes when poles close – for selections, you will look at bids and conduct interviews of candidates to choose the officers, which are brought to General Council for confirmation
- keep in mind any possible conflict of interest – keep personal out of it – have non-partial ideals – 2 to 4 meetings before elections occur – times to be decided by committee – need a rep for both north and south

Ezra – Administrative Manager for McCarty – was on the Treasurer Selection Committee at the beginning of the year – excited to continue the process

Jada – I am RHSA President – I want to help things run smoothly and pick great officers for next year

M’Liss – resident in Stevens Court – this is my fourth year, and third rime on committee – lots of familiarity and passion about this organization

Danelle – TLHC rep – was on the Head Senator Selection Committee – want RHSA to have the best possible leaders

Mike Leichner – I’ve been through the process many times – was RHSA president

Kim – I love coming here – my opinion would be a great addition

Phuong – RHSA Rep from McMahon – open minded – interested in getting the right people up there

Gwen – Administrative Manager for McMahon – can be non-partial

*they all leave the room*

Mike – we can confirm them all together or separately – any discussion?

Melvin – what would you see as a reasonable level of conflict of interest?

Mike – it would be a little tough if they were extreme best friends or dating – but we’re all pretty good friends here, and I don’t think that’s too much of a conflict of interest

Wade – let’s not focus on conflict of interest because it takes away from the personal integrity of the group

Mike – the committee will be setting their own guidelines

Amanda – concerns about Mike Leichner and Gwen – they don’t usually attend the meetings and I feel it would be better to have just reps and senators

Mike – it is recommended, but not required and they both know enough about the organization

Charles – Mike has been consistently involved in leadership – a very professional individual – has the best interests of RHSA at heart

Wade – concerns about Danelle – she may be too impressionable – during Head Senator Selection, she had no opinion of her own and always voted with the majority
Doug – I want to vouch for Gwen – she has lots of experience with leadership – brings a new perspective and a great contribution to the group

Linh – Kim seems very passionate about it

Sam – worked with Danelle on peer review board and she seems fine on there
