Budget Proposal Feedback

-  we will be taking an official endorsement vote next week – right now, please let us know of any additional feedback/questions from the halls
HA! – Paul Brown took good care of us

TLHC – we took a straw poll – 13 for, 5 against – 13 people also expressed discomfort about the refunds

HPC – pretty happy, except about refunds

SMAC – concern about the stabilization being upset by everyone buying in low and then adding money to the Husky Card

MacCity – we also had concerns about the refund, but Paul helped us out

MC2 – concerns about the credit card payment being applied to everyone

Anne – the credit card payment is analogous to paying for the IMA or the tech fee – we felt, as an organization that this was the best way to approach

Wade – I think we need to keep in mind that we are only paying a 1.3% increase

Jess – think of the credit card payment this way – we are paying for the ability to use the card – it is up to us whether we use it or not

Melvin – I was wondering about sales tax in the halls

Anne – you do not pay the Washington State Sales Tax at 1101, TooCon, the 8, or Ian’s if you pay with your Husky Card – if you pay cash, you pay the tax everywhere else on campus is set up as a retail system, and so you do pay tax there

Andrew – what about Steven’s Court?

Anne – the information went out in the letter/e-mail – 4.5% increase, taking it up to $597 per month – it’s less than the 5% because we back down some of the res life programming fees

Marley – we asked for a breakdown of where the money is going each month?

Anne – it is a massive system – each apartment is not an individual cost center – it can not be broken down so finitely – it also gets tricky when we get to the area where we are all sharing the debt load

Jess – why is so expensive per person? – getting almost $3600 off a 6-person apartment

Anne – you get so much more with these apartments – utilities are included – leadership opportunities – 9 month lease – it is not a one-to-one comparison to the outside – we paint, carpet, put in new mattresses, etc on a regular basis as well

Amara – thank you all for your feedback – remember to get an official vote on Monday

Anne – thank you all too – we really appreciate the time you have given us – there will be administrators there on Monday to assist you further, if necessary

Fundraising Allocation

- we allocated $500 for General Council (a little more than 20%) and the rest goes to Marley’s conference/fundraising budget

Funding Proposal

- $140 for Mr. McMahon – food, refreshments, prizes – MacCity is contributing $273

Phuong – this is a spoof on beauty pageants – we will be in this room in two weeks – there will be a judge from each hall

Linh – what is the $273 for?

Phuong – supplies, decorations, make-up, stuff for an obstacle course, t-shirts for the escorts, flowers

Wade – is it open to the campus?

Phuong – an all-hall event – anyone can come and watch, but only someone from McMahon can participate

Linh – what is the number of participants and escorts?

Phuong – 10 each

Vote on funding proposal: 21-0-6 (proposal passes)

Funding Proposal

- $600 for Progressive Dinner – food for each hall – will need to go back to the Hall Councils – February 23rd – starts in Hansee and ends on South Campus – it is a maximum amount of money

Jada – all the Presidents have been planning this for a while – will be correlated with the MPH event of DDR in 1101, plus a movie in Terry Main Lounge - $30 will be contributed by each hall

Jess – will there be vegetarian options?

Jada – yes, MC2 will have “disappointment in a blanket” – there will also be a meat substitute at the taco bar

Wade – what is the date of the event?

Amara – February 23rd, starting at 5pm

M’Liss – this was a really successful program two years ago

Linh – there seems to be a disproportion between $200 for taco bar and $130 for ice cream and cookies

Jada – I talked with Kathy at 1101 to get the estimates – we are planning to get the big cookies and the sundae ice cream kits – if you want a different option, we can do that

Danelle – which budget is this coming from?

Amara – General Council

Wade – is 1101 providing the cookies and ice cream?

Jada – the ice cream is for sure – if you want us to go a different route with the cookies, we can do that somewhere else

Sam – I would really like to see the large cookies

Amara – thank you for all your comments and questions – please remember to get a vote from your Hall Councils on Monday

- there a couple bills in the BOD concerning Senate – 3 years ago, a Senate Reform Task Force came up with a way to allow Student Senate to propose amendments to the ASUW Constitution – it was originally rejected – last year, it was put back on the ballot and approved by the voters – the language is unclear and vague – one Board Bill is going through to say that anything from Senate needs to be approved by the Board – another bill creates a thorough process with Senate being able to overturn a veto

Brandon – is this a way to propose amendments?

Sam E. – yes, so that it can be voted on the ballot

- the Board wants to congratulate you all on the amazing program, Singled Out

M’Liss – can you explain something you said last week in the Board meeting that your opinion is that ASUW is like a business?

Sam E. – I see the board as an overseeing body – it is a board with a chairman – information comes up to us and is distributed out

M’Liss – how does this work with you representing RHSA’s voice?

Sam E. – we are a non-profit organization – we provide services to everyone on campus – we have to pay attention to the students to provide appropriate services and make necessary adjustments

Marley – is ASUW holding a Spring Concert this year?

Sam E. – it is being planned – probably just a few groups on HUB lawn – it would be free

Holly Jones (RHSA Head Senator)
