Legislation 0607-003 – Second Readings

Jess – propose a friendly amendment to the responsibilities section – change to present tense
Amber – accepted

Marley – Section B3a – “administrating” is not a word

Jess – propose another friendly amendment to change B3a to present tense

Amber – accepted

Ricky – clarification about friendly amendments – must be proposed before the legislation becomes the property of the body – any future amendments must be approved by the general body

M’Liss – bullet 3 of the ASUW Committee section is vague – question of intent

Amber – my changes clarify that the committee can be re-opened if necessary, without getting in the way of releasing the endorsements

Brandon – we should strike bullet 3, or else make it more clear

M’Liss – move to strike A3 from the legislation

*second and objection*

M’Liss – I think there is too much confusion and it needs to be clearer

Jess – confused as to why the clause exists – we should know that before we strike it

Holly – it’s a good rule and keeps people more accountable – needs clarification but shouldn’t be stricken

Amber – committee has a lot to do – having a month guideline is good – should be clarified, not stricken

Austin – bias is not a factor in the month before rule

M’Liss – should put faith into committees for getting things done and being unbiased

Melvin – one month time frame gives a false sense of security

Holly – it is good that the constitution has timeline guidelines – these guidelines are in other places as well

Kim – move to close debate and vote on amendment

*seconded* *debate is closed*

Vote on striking bullet A3: 5-19-3 (amendment fails)

Jess – propose an amendment to number 3 – strike the additional changes made and add bullet a) If the endorsement committee requirements are not met within the above specified period, then the decision to re-open the committee must be decided by a 2/3 vote of General Council b) If the committee is re-opened, all responsibilities will still be met

*second and objection*

Wade – amendment to strike “above” and “then”
*second* *amendment passed*

Wade – we need to remember that parli pro is a guide – the chair can accept friendly amendments at any time

Brandon – logistics – it would require 2/3 to re-open and majority to vote on committee

Jess – clarifies how and why they would re-open the committee – voting on the committee confirmation would be the same as usual

Amber – do the requirements refer to the composition of the committee?

Jess – yes

Kim – amendment to change “will” to “must”

*second and objection*

Melvin – if committee closes, does the committee have to meet requirements

Jess – people are confused – when the committee is formed, instead of willing to do their responsibilities, they must do them

Sam – motion to close debate

*second* *debate closed*

Vote on amendment to change “will” to “must”: 29-0-0 (amendment passed)
Sam – motion to close debate on Jess’ amendment

*second* *debate closed*

Vote on amendment to bullet A3: 24-2-3 (amendment passed)
Austin – propose amendment to B2a – “One hall senator from each Hall Council”

*second and objection*

Austin - the point of the amendment is that there is an amendment going through that will require Hall Senators to attend Hall Caucus – if hall senators are elected, they need to have a say if they are required to go to Hall Caucus

M’Liss – 11 people would be in the interview room with the minimum requirements – there are not even 11 questions, and what if more people want to join the committee

Holly – I like the idea of them having fore knowledge – requesting one Hall senator from each Hall Council is overbearing 
Jess – do all people have to be in the interview room?

Jada – yes

Marley – I would recommend this being sent to CBR – the reps have barely spoken

Wade – so moved

*second and objection*

Wade – a lot of people have issues – we can save General Council’s time – CBR likes to talk about this

Amber – I love CBR and has complete faith in them – we have already amended it a lot, and we are working on the other legislation – it may take a while

Jess – discuss legislation, make changes with parts on the table

Marley – why are we here? best interests of the residents – we are wasting time with this legislation

Melvin – I fully support this legislation

Sam – motion to close discussion

Vote to table amendment to CBR: 22-0-2 (amendment passed)

Legislation 0607-004 – Explanation of Process

- conduct first readings at your Hall Councils – when CBR finishes reviewing the amendment, it will go straight into 2nd readings

- answer intent as best you can based on the questions answered last week

Holly Jones (RHSA Head Senator)

- we went over 5 pieces of legislation - resolution in support of UWPD taser policy as passed – resolution up to recommend changes to the weather closure policy – resolution up about the ASL program starting next year
- OA-47 – would move Senate elections prior to BOD elections – make sure people running for senate are committed – currently, Senate elections occur after BOD elections

Marley – who is the sponsor of the legislation?

Holly – Rob Palmquist

Danny – I think that it’s fine the way it is

Jess – this seems more like an internal issue – generally, you elect higher positions first – that is how the residence hall leadership works

Holly – I still want your feedback, and maybe a straw poll

Austin – it is condescending to think of Senate as below the BOD, and they can still run for both

Sam – I am opposed to this

Holly – there is a specific clause stating that they can run for both and that this is in no way a retaliation due to past events

Danny – regardless of who is above, the BOD is still a bigger election

Kim – move to close debate and go to straw poll

*seconded + objected*

*Holly takes straw poll*

M’Liss – everyone should not be getting so caught up in parli pro right now
