Legislation 0607-005 (1st Readings) – Resolution in support of gender-neutral bathrooms
*M’Liss comes up and does 1st readings*
Jada – only questions of clarification and intent

Sam – did you add the emphasis on “enhance?”

M’Liss – yes

Brandon – what would this look like?

M’Liss – I have the Hansee floor plan for you all to look at – it has neutral bathrooms labeled as gender-limited

Marley – I lived there before – each individual user space (toilet, shower, bathtub) is lockable and private

Andrew – what would be the cost and time?

M’Liss – I can’t really answer that, but we would want it to be included in future capital projects

Sam E. – what is in the 20 year plan for HFS?

Vennie – we are looking to the future in renovations, technology, and new buildings

Danny – curious as to how other universities do it and how we’ll do it?

M’Liss – UC Berkeley is the major one – they’ve had them for 25 years – within each bathroom, everything is lockable

Charles – when we can amend, do you want to use Hansee as a model?

M’Liss – yes, because I only originally realized Hansee was built that way after I drafter and submitted the legislation

Jess – the 41% statistic about safety – how do you account for the safety of a person when in the bathroom, but not in the stall? is it differentiated?

Charles – what are considered peer institutions?

M’Liss – the UW has an actual list of peer institutions and they care about their image in relation to them

Hala – the Law School and Health Sciences building have gender neutral bathrooms – you should speak to that later
