· Legislation 0607-003 – Second Readings

Is there a request for second readings?

-Melvin- have changes been made between 1st and 2nd readings?

Jada- Yes.

Melvin- what is on 2nd readings?

Amber- the original legislation plus the general council changes

Green- Amber’s amendments

Blue- general council changes

Yellow- CBR’s changes

Jess- clarifying: the only changes on here that we haven’t seen are in yellow

Jada: Is there a request for 2nd readings?

Go through slides, see yellow highlights for changes that were made. 

Melvin: I request to divide the question, between the capitalization and other changes.

Jada: we’ll do the voting on capitalizing changes and then voting on the other bigger changes.

Jada: The question has been divided between capitalization changes and other changes. 

Kim: When did you decide to change the capitalization?

Jess: are we not discussing the CBR changes?

Amber: no, we are discussing the changes before we adopt them 

Wade: clarify when CBR does capitalize things. 

Vote on whether or not we are adopting capitalizing changes:

The capitalizations have been adopted into the changes to be read for 2nd readings.

Sam: I was wondering why CBR added that bullet?

Jess: Right before this was tabled, Austin asked that a hall senator be included.  This was a compromise to include Senate’s voice into the hall senator selection process.

Wade: just to quickly recap, a senator asked for it so we were just trying to be inclusive of what was asked in general council.

POI: Melvin, which committee are we discussing?

Amber: The head senator selection committee

Holly: Is there any explanation of how these people are actually selected as part of the committee?

Jess: They could hear about it from their hall council and it can be 3 senators from anywhere.

Jess: There can be up to 3 senators, so if there was a lot of interest, they could figure out exactly how to do it.
Melvin: POI, where is ‘up to 3’ in the legislation?

Jess: if you’re a senator, you’re also a resident

Melvin: I still don’t get it, can there be more than 3?

YES!  (from Amber I think)

Wade: As far as CBR is concerned we were just trying to fix the stuff, not consider the logistics of it?

M’liss- motion to vote

Second- lots

Vote to adopt CBR’s changes

Jada: this is an amendment to the bylaws, so we are now voting on all of it.  Ambers, CBRs, and General council’s amendments
Melvin: POI, is there no discussion at all?

M’liss- I moved to vote so that means we vote on everything. If I would’ve said move to close discussion, we would’ve voted on just that. 

Jess: Would this be an ok time to move to reconsider?

Jada: yes

Brandon: Why would moving to reconsider nullify the previous amendments?

M’Liss: Because when you move to reconsider it goes back to its original piece of legislation.

Wade: is there any body in here who wants to reconsider?  Jada says no that can’t happen

Ricky: What we are doing is a motion to reconsider, because there was a motion to proceed straight to vote, if reconsidered, it would actually nullify that motion if passed, and we would go back to what we were discussing before.

Jada: nobody is on the speakers list so we’re going to go to a vote on the amendment to the bylaws.

Amber: 2/3 and ¾ of 5 people is essentially the same number

Andrew: The number actually is important because if there are vacancies, we need to consider that.

M’Liss: Motion to amend the number from 2/3 3/4 .

Jada: is there a 2nd?

No second, motion fails.
