Legislation 0607-008 (1st readings) – Resolution to change CBR
*M’Liss comes up and reads the legislation*

- questions of intent and clarification

Sam – what’s the purpose of the rotation schedule?

M’Liss – so they don’t have to go through all the constitutions every single year – it was originally activated because there was a 5 year gap

Sam – if a hall council doesn’t need their constitution looked at, is that okay?
M’Liss – yes – it’s up to the hall councils, plus activation by the General Council – the administrative manager will also always be available to answer questions and help the hall councils

Jada – please get a feel from your hall councils next week

Legislation 0607-007 (2nd Readings) – Amendment to the constitution
Danelle – will this have an effect on SMAC’s representation?
Andrew – we could probably have up to 5 reps

Jada – it is based on the fall move-in numbers

Andrew – amendment to strike the apostrophe in “Building’s”

*second* *amendment passed*

Jada – take this back to your hall councils for second readings and get an official vote

Extra Legislation

Jada – we’ve received quite a bit of legislation – we’ve been trying not to overwhelm the General Council and the Hall Councils by spreading them out – there were two submitted this past week; one was unconstitutional and the other one was tabled due to an absence of time…we only have one Hall Council meeting left – we already had two pieces of legislation set to go through this week and we didn’t want to add anymore, especially with Hall Councils doing their elections on Monday

Ricky – motion to overturn the decision of the executive board to table my legislation

*second* *objection*

Jada – it was deemed unconstitutional because of the language

Ricky – I submitted an Organic Act – the language is correct with how an Organic Act is supposed to be written – we are acting upon something, not thinking about it

M’Liss – I understand your stance, but the constitution stands and you can’t fight that

Andrew – the general body can overturn that – also, the body can also suspend the rules, because this is in the Bylaws

Jess – it is not within the exec board’s power to decide what to table and what to not table – we, the general council, have control over the agenda 

Holly – if it hits the floor, could the language be amended?

Jada – yes

Marley – we only have two weeks left – we need to stop arguing over little stuff

M’Liss – the general council has never governed the agenda in the past 4 years – yes, it states that but practice does not – the exec board creates the agenda and sets it for the meeting

Wade – TLHC is so sick of legislation

Sam – since the sponsor feels it is important and the General Council ahs the authority to overturn the decision, can we please see the legislation?
Jada – we deemed it unconstitutional – the content is not in question, and it is not important

Jess – it is not unconstitutional because the rule is not in the constitution, it is in the bylaws

Andrew – as a President, I don’t like anymore legislation coming in but I would prefer it at the last meeting because then we don’t have to worry about bringing people back

Holly – motion to close debate

Vote to close debate: 26-0-3 (debate closed)

Vote to overturn the decision of the executive board: 14-13-3 (decision upheld)

Jess – move to appeal the decision of the executive board to table the legislation that was not deemed enough time

Jess – it is extremely time sensitive because it deals with concerns that were brought up this year

M’Liss – the reality is that there really isn’t time and we shouldn’t be piling stuff on the Hall Councils when they have more important matters, like elections, to be dealing with – plus, ASUW Elections don’t happen for another whole year, so you have enough time to resubmit next year

Brandon – the exec board is trying to help us run smoothly – please have faith that they are doing this in the best interests of the residents
