1.) Go to this website:

2.) Make a “profile” (real easy - basically they just want to confirm you’re a student). You should probably also consider reading their policies.
3.) Decide what equipment you want. They have a lovely selection of laptops to choose from.

4.) Submit your request for equipment.  Note: You must reserve equipment before noon the previous day! And obviously, the longer you wait, the more likely they won’t have the kind of laptop you want to reserve. 
5.) Pick up your equipment on the day you specified, before they close.

*Note: Check to make sure your laptop works before you get too far. (I once checked one out that was broken. Thankfully, it was an old model which they don’t even have anymore, so it is unlikely that you will have this lovely experience – also, they replaced it right away.)
