KEY TO TEST SCORES

Schools: This chart includes test scores for all public schools in the Seattle 
area with the exception of some very small schools and some special-
purpose schools and programs, such as home-school resource centers.

All three subjects: Percentage of students who met or exceeded the 
standard in three subjects on the test:  math, reading and writing. Starting 
in 2008, high-school students will have to pass those subjects to graduate.

Math/reading/writing: Percentage of students who met or exceeded 
standard in each individual subject.

Science: Percentage of students who met or exceeded science standards. 
The schedule for science testing differs somewhat from the schedule for 
other WASL testing, with science tested in 5th, 8th and 10th grades.

Free and reduced-price lunch: Percent of students on federal subsidized 
lunch program in 2004; indicator of family income, which is closely
correlated with academic performance. Schools with more students from
low-income families tend to have lower test scores.
