	<HTML>- Defines the start of an HTML page

	<HEAD>- Defines the start of the header area of a page.
	</HEAD>- Defines the end of the header area of a page.

	<TITLE>- Defines the start of the title which is displayed in the top web browser title bar.  
	</TITLE>- Defines the end of the title which is displayed in the top web browser title bar. 

	<BODY>- Defines the start of the displays content on the page.  
	</BODY>- Defines the end of the displayed content on the page.

	<ul>- marks the start of an unordered list.  This can also be thought of as a bulleted list.  
	<ol>- marks the start of an ordered list.  These will be ordered by number.  

	<li>- marks a list element. 
	<hr>- is known as a horizontal rule.  It is equivalent to a horizontal line.

<TABLE ALIGN="CENTER" WIDTH="100%">

	<TABLE ALIGN="CENTER" WIDTH="100%"> -  Defines the start of a new table.  ALIGN and WIDTH are optional functions of table that are used for formatting.  You could have ALIGN="LEFT", ALIGN="CENTER", or ALIGN="RIGHT".  WIDTH could instead state an exact number of pixels rather than a percent.  For example, WIDTH="300". This way the tables display doesn't get shifted around when the page gets resized.  HEIGHT is also another variable that can be used with tables.  
	</TABLE>- Defines the end of the table.

	<TR>- Defines the start of a new row.
	</TR>- Defines the end of a row.

	<TD>- Defines the start of a new column.
	</TD>- Defines the end of a column.
