Spaces - hmmmmm.  My first bet is usually schools - but with the holiday, they are going to be closed. Is there any likely spot on the UW campus? Other recommendations - Try the University branch of the Seattle Public libraries, the University Heights community Center, the Ravenna Community Center and the Stroum Jewish Community center.

If you are serving a meal, then more regulations come into play – make it easy and have folks bring their lunch, you do snacks.
