	International Health Opportunities Program (IHOP)

Similar to the UW Rural/Underserved Opportunities Program (R/UOP), and designed specifically for UWSOM students wanting to fulfill their Independent Investigative Inquiry requirement through an international health project during the summer between their 1st and 2nd years of medical school.  The program is managed through the DGH with active involvement and participation from the GHG.
Applications for IHOP placements will be available in the winter to current 1st year medical students.   
International Health Electives (IHE)

IHE was designed by the historic UWSOM International Health Group for students in their fourth year of medical school.  IHE includes intense clinical and public health training. Fourth year students may participate in an IHE at any time during their fourth year of medical school once they have completed all their required clerkships. Participants are required to spend 6-8 weeks (12-16 credits) working at their IHE site.  The program is managed through the DGH with active involvement and participation from the GHG.
Applications are due winter quarter of the year prior to the elective.  Students applying for IHE are strongly urged to take GHG’s global health courses.  
Global Health Journal Club

The GHG works closely with the DGH and GHRC to organize monthly journal club meetings in which interested students gather to discuss journal articles relevant to global health.  These club meetings are co-facilitated by a UW faculty member involved in global health.
	
	International Medical Student Exchange (IMSE)

The International Medical Student Exchange (IMSE) is a supplement to IHOP/IHE, and aims to train the host countries' local professionals and ensure long-term benefit to the host sites. This is in collaboration with the International Aids Research Training Program.

Global Health Courses

GH 505/MED 560 Advanced Topics in Global Health

Offered in spring quarter. Topics that are covered include the issues of medical tourism, globalization effects, emerging infections, and careers in global health. It is recommended that students applying for IHOP placements take this course.  
GH 561/MED 561 Tropical Medicine
Offered in spring quarter and taught by Fred Buckner and Paul Pottinger.  This course teaches the pathophysiology, epidemiology, clinical presentation, diagnosis, and treatment of diseases that are more commonly seen in resource-limited settings.
